Hedingham now has a dedicated Raleigh police officer to supplement
the efforts of residents to keep our neighborhood a safe and friendly
place to live. Officer J.S. Harrelson needs the ongoing support and
assistance of every one of us to be effective and successful
Neighborhood Watch partners. Officer Harrelson is becoming familiar
with our community through a combination of car, bicycle, and foot
patrols. You may have noticed the effort to reduce speeding along
Eagle Trace Drive--there were LOTS of blue lights that day! Most
speeders were given a warning to slow down and obey the traffic laws.
Officer Harrelson is conducting an assessment of the community’s
street lights to determine if they are placed to provide effective light
for safety. He is also coordinating training and organizational structure
for Community Watch participants in order to establish and grow the
network of “watchers” among us.

What can you do?

Meeting are held the 4" Thursday of each month at 7PM. at the
Willow Oak Clubhouse; sandwich board reminders are posted
around the community in advance of meetings.

e Call 911 in an emergency or 919-831-6311 if not an emergency
when you notice anything or anyone that appears to be suspicious
or out of the ordinary.

you have observed or heard that makes you uncomfortable. No
issue is too small to bring to his attention and your input may help
him piece together criminal or destructive activity involving the
people, their cars, bicycles or other transportation, time of day,
and other details that could lead to solving crime in our
community.

» Removal of the nets and
replacing them with high
quality Courtmaster Roy-
ale nets that carry a 5
year warranty.

 Replacement of all posts
with Courtmaster Royale
posts.

* Repositioning and anchor
ing the entire tile sur-
face on the courts. The
surface has shifted sev-
eral inches since it was
installed several years
ago, which has also re-
sulted in cracked tiles
around the posts and has
affected the overall size
so that it is not a regula-
tion size court.

* Replacing all broken tiles.

Swimming Pool
Renovations Approved

The Board of Directors recently ap-
proved renovation projects for the
Willow Oak Pool and the Grand Trav-
erse Baby Pool. Work is tentatively
scheduled to begin soon and will be
completed by the end of the year.
These renovations will save money
over time and make the pools look
really great.

The Grand Traverse Baby Pool will get
several upgrades and repairs. First,
cracks will be repaired in the pool
shell. The pool currently has a paint
finish that has a normal lifespan of 3-
5 years which will be replaced by a
pebble finish because of its general
durability and resistance to cracking if
water levels go down in the pool dur-
ing the offseason. The pebble pool
finish is a high quality pool resurfac-
ing material and has a lifespan of 15+
years. This material consists of spe-
cially formulated cement blended with
pebble aggregates to provide the
most stain resistant and most durable
surface available. In addition, all cur-
rent tiles will be removed and re-
placed.

The Willow Oak Pool will also get sev-
eral upgrades. The current white
paint finish will be removed and re-
placed with quartz aggregate plaster,
which is a plaster surface with quartz
aggregate mixed in. There are two
benefits with quartz: First, quartz is a
very hard material, and because a
percentage of our pool interior surface
will now be covered with this hard,
nonAporous, stain resistant material,
we will have a beautiful, more durable
and longer lasting pool surface than
with plaster alone. Second, quartz
offers the opportunity to introduce
color into our pool interior by using a
color called “blue quartz”. Racing
lanes, step markers and transition
lines that have been painted black will
now be black tile, which will look nicer
and last longer than paint. The cur-
rent waterline tile will also be re-
placed with new tile. You will be proud
to bring your family and friends to
your Hedingham pools next summer.
